· The OHS Pod is fine. Sherman’s Pod has some problems and some issues have arisen regarding the Riverfield portables. At the Town Planning and Zoning meeting, the issue of a fence around the Riverfield portables is being addressed. Also for Riverfield, the need for a newly built $21,000 underground water system is being discussed. At OHS, over the April break, some electrical and plumbing work will be done for the Pod.
