President’s Report:

· Budget Update- Aimee Chartier reviewed financials on recent PTA sponsored activities.  Bingo profits to date came in about $250 above plan.  The Variety Show also to date has come in above plan, but all expenses may not yet have been submitted.  Overall Treasury accounts seem in good order compared to budget.

· Several previously budgeted fundraising activities for the spring were discussed.  The annual Spring Boutique is scheduled for April 27th, profits may be lower than $1,500 budget.  The Blue Fish game date will be set after the schedule comes out, budgeted at $450.  New approaches to fundraising were discussed.  An OHS school body walkathon fundraiser instead of a traditional fundraiser like gift wrap was discussed. The Chapel Hill School in Stratford participated in a school walkathon this year. The walkathon was held early in the school year on a school day. Participants that reached donations of $30 or more were eligible for t-shirts.  The Stratford School was very successful in raising ample funds. OHS will continue to look at the walkathon as a possible fundraiser for next year. Parents may be contacted to see if this would be well received. At next week’s PTA General Meeting we will have more information to share with the group.   Other fundraising topics were discussed.
· The Variety Show was a big success this year. Thanks you to the chairs Gordon and Sheila Oppenheimer and Dena Jacques.  A video was taped during the show for CD production. Parents will be notified for permission to include acts in the CD.  Sale and costs of CD’s will be finalized later.

· CT Audubon has requested their annual donation which is in budget.
· Junior Achievement has requested a donation of about $300 from OHS PTA to cover a portion of the costs associated with the programs that they bring to us.

· OHS Revised Bylaws will be voted on at the General PTA Meeting next week.

· OHS has plans to move three smart boards to POD classrooms in the fall.
· A refocus on school spirit is underway at OHS. Prize winning contests will take place for classes that participate in wearing the most green. Sales of OHS spirit wear will be available as we have plenty of inventory.
· Nominating Committee plans to present the 2009-2010 Executive Board slate at the March 12th PTA Meeting.

· The President and President Elect are working on the OHS Executive Board Statement to support the BOE budget and the two non-recurring items.

· Several important meetings coming up include: March 9th Board of Finance at the BOE building; March 21st, Saturday, 10-12, Open Forum; April 27th, RTM, open for public comment at OHS at 8pm.

· Updates on space issues took place including: the Middle School Feasibility Committee, overcrowding issues expected next year at Tomlinson,  meetings on adding space at Fairfield Woods; and options addressing the overcrowding issue at Stratfield school.

· Harvest Faire may be in need of a third chair person for next year.

The meeting was adjourned at approximately 3:00 pm.
