On Tuesday, June 3rd,  the BoE facilities subcommittee met regarding redistricting.  Sue Brand discussed at length ideas that should be done to reduce overcrowding at schools.  In addition, Sue Brand proposed three different scenarios regarding the middle school and high school feeder pattern, which all would require redistricting and all would impact OHS.  Details of these three scenarios will sent out through OHS PTA’s email shortly. At this meeting, Brenda Kupchick proposed voluntary redistricting plans.     On June 9th the BoE will meet at 7:30 pm in its conference room on Budget Cuts.  $706,000 of budget cuts had needed to be taken. Discussions also will include cutting some 10.5 month certified staff members down to 10 months. Sports at middle school and high school levels may be impacted, as athletes may have to pay to play. Budget cuts also may have an impact on increased class size.

· Book Fair Date has been changed to October 26-29th  2009.
